STILL, CHARLES XII REFUSED TO YIELD, AND NOT UNTIL HIS DEATH IN BATTLE IN 1718 DID
PEACE BECOME FEASIBLE. AFTER THE BATTLE NEAR ALAND, SWEDEN MADE PEACE WITH ALL
POWERS BUT RUSSIA BY 1720. IN 1721 THE TREATY OF NYSTAD ENDED THE GREAT NORTHERN
‘WAR. RUSSIA ACQUIRED INGRIA, ESTONIA, LIVONIA, AND A SUBSTANTIAL PORTION OF KARELIA.

AFTER THE FRENCH REVOLUTION OF 1789, CATHERINE REJECTED MANY PRINCIPLES OF THE
ENLIGHTENMENT SHE HAD ONCE VIEWED FAVOURABLY. AFRAID THE CONSTITUTION OF POLAND
MIGHT LEAD TO A RESURGENCE IN THE POWER OF THE POLISH—LITHUANIAN COMMONWEALTH
AND THE GROWING DEMOCRATIC MOVEMENTS INSIDE THE COMMONWEALTH MIGHT BECOME A
THREAT TO THE EUROPEAN MONARCHIES, CATHERINE DECIDED TO INTERVENE IN POLAND.

GARIAN RULER WAS RECOGNIZED
BY THE BYZANTINE GOVERNMENT
IN 924 AND AGAIN AT THE FORMAL
CONCLUSION OF PEACE IN 927.

TIMES RETROSPECTIVELY RE-
FERRED TO AS TSAR, BECAUSE AT
HIS TIME BULGARIA WAS CON-
VERTED TO CHRISTIANITY.

ALEXANDER. THESE FEARS MAY HAVE CONTRIBUTED TO PAUL'S
PROMULGATION OF THE PAULINE LAWS.

ALTHOUGH HE REPEALED CATHERINE'S LAW ALLOWING CORPORAL PUNISHMENT OF THE FREE
CLASSES, DIRECTING REFORMS THAT RESULTED IN GREATER RIGHTS FOR THE PEASANTRY, AND
PROVIDING FOR BETTER TREATMENT FOR SERFS ON AGRICULTURAL ESTATES, MOST OF HIS POLI-
CIES WERE VIEWED AS A GREAT ANNOYANCE TO THE NOBLE CLASS AND INDUCED HIS ENEMIES
TO WORK OUT A PLAN OF ACTION.

STRIPPING THAT LAND OF ITS SEPARATE CONSTITUTION AND
INCORPORATING IT DIRECTLY INTO RUSSIA. ALEXANDER WAS
PROPOSING ADDITIONAL PARLIAMENTARY REFORMS TO COUN-
TER THE RISE OF NASCENT REVOLUTIONARY MOVEMENTS.

ALEXANDER II SUCCEEDED TO THE THRONE UPON THE DEATH OF HIS FATHER IN 1855. HE
INHERITED A LARGE MESS THAT HAD BEEN WROUGHT BY HIS FATHER'S FEAR OF PROGRESS DUR-
ING HIS REIGN. MANY OF THE OTHER ROYAL FAMILIES OF EUROPE HAD ALSO DISLIKED NICHO-
LAS I, WHICH EXTENDED TO DISTRUST OF THE ROMANOV DYNASTY ITSELF. EVEN SO, THERE WAS
NO ONE MORE PREPARED TO BRING THE COUNTRY AROUND THAN ALEXANDER II.
